Home Safety

Fire Safety

Fires that happen in the home are a very serious problem today. In America, there are over
100,000 home fires
every year and many start in the kitchen. There are a lot of things you can do to protect your house
from fire.

First of all, you need to follow a few safety rules. Y ou should never leave the kitchen while
you are cooking.
